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Issue number 11 of the journal «ARCHE» is dedicated to the Belarusian linguistics of 
the 1920-s. Almost one hundred per cent of its outstanding representatives 
were killed by Stalin’s totalitarian machine in the decade following. Their 
texts were to be forgotten and have never been reprinted since then.

The issue has been compiled by Siarhiey Zaprudzki, a linguist and professor of 
the philological faculty of Belarusian State University. He is also the author 
of the preface to the issue.

The fi rst section «Belarusian Scientifi c Terminology Development» contains the
