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In issue 1 of 2016 of “ARCHE” journal extracts from large studies by German 
and Polish historians are published. They are dedicated to various as-
pects of World War II on Belarusian territory. “ARCHE” publishers are 
planning to publish unabridged versions of these books in Belarusian.
